The fall zones in the front and in the
back needs to have at least six (6) inches of depth.

* Fall zone for tire (three chain) swing is determined based on length of chain plus seven (7) feet. The fall one
extends in all directions and needs to have at least six (6) inches of resilient surface.

Slides:

* A Minimum of four (4) feet perimeter fall (use) zone around entrance/ladder end of slide.

« A minimum of five (5) feet perimeter fall (use) zone around the exit and out from sides of slide at exit region.
Stand alone climbers (i.e. arch climbers, dome climbers [jungle gyms], overhead horizontal ladders [monkey
bars], spiral climbers — at least

four feet in all directions from climbing structures (i.e. climbers/ladders)

Resilient Surface:
* Three (3) inches of loose fill surfacing for equipment that measures between three and five feet high .
* Six (6) inches of loose fill surfacing for swings and equipment over five feet high
