591-1-1-.26(8) requires climbing and swinging equipment to have a resilient surface beneath the equipment
and the fall zone from such equipment must be adequately maintained by the Center to assure continuing
resiliency. It was determined based on observation that there was inadequate resilient surface during today’s
visit. It was observed that there was inadequate resilient surfacing on the Rear left and rear right playgrounds.
The district manager stated that resilient surfacing had been ordered but had not been distributed on the

playground.
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POI (Plan of Improvement)
The Center will add additional resilient surfacing to the fall zones where needed and check daily, adding
resilient surfacing as needed to maintain adequate resiliency.

It was determined based on review
of records that the feeding plans on file for the two enrolled infants were incomplete.

The Center Director will develop and implement a plan to obtain and post the completed feeding plan as part of
the enrollment process and to have parents update the plans on a regular basis that will include center staff
involved with enrollment and those working in the infant classrooms.
