The diapering surface will be cleaned and disinfected between use with a single use
disposable towel.

The Home must also maintain written directions for the use of
universal precautions for handling blood and bodily fluids. The directions on the use of universal precautions
must be kept with the first aid kit at all times. It was determined, based on observation, that the Home was
observed to have a first aid kit that was missing insect-sting preparation, a triangular bandage, and antibacterial
ointment. The antibacterial ointment observed in the first aid kit was expired on this date.
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POI (Plan of Improvement)

The Home will replace any missing items in the first aid kit, keep the instruction manual and written universal
precautions with the kit and will check the kit regularly. The Home will store the kit where children will not have

access to it.
