It was determined based on observation that on the bottom right side wooden fencing on the rear playground 2
slats were broken with rough edges.
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POI (Plan of Improvement)

The Center will routinely check the fence to determine if it is in good repair and remains at least 4 feet high, and will
repair any hazards. The Center will train Staff to identify and report any fence hazards and to keep the fence gates

closed when not in use. Slats will be replaced.
