* Classroom B- plastic covering on diapers and a plastic grocery bag were on a low shelf accessible to children
in care.

* Classroom A - paint peeling to the left of the window.

* Classroom Al- paint peeling to the left of the bathroom door.

The outdoor equipment shall be free of lead-based paint, sharp corners and
shall be regularly maintained in such a way as to be free of rust and splinters that could pose significant safety
hazard to the children. All equipment shall be arranged so as not to obstruct supervision of children. It was
determined based on observation that the orange trike-go-around had two screws sticking up.

591-1-1-.26(8) requires climbing and swinging equipment to have a resilient surface beneath the equipment
and the fall zone from such equipment must be adequately maintained by the Center to assure continuing
resiliency.

* Yellow metal bus climbing structure had three inches under it but it did not cover the fall zones.

* Green slide had none.

* Orange trike-go-around had none.

The red rescue metal car had none.

All items were under five feet height therefore, three inches resilient surfacing was required.
