591-1-1-.26(8) requires climbing and swinging equipment to have a resilient surface beneath the equipment
and the fall zone from such equipment must be adequately maintained by the Center to assure continuing
resiliency. It was determined based on observation there was no resilient surfacing under the following items:
* Yellow metal bus had none.

* Blue slide had none.

All items were under five feet height therefore, three inches resilient surfacing was required.
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POI (Plan of Improvement)

The Center will add additional resilient surfacing to the fall zones where needed and check daily, adding
resilient surfacing as needed to maintain adequate resiliency. Provider stated shock absorbing mats were
ordered and would be delivered on Tuesday, August 8, 2023.
