The
restroom had a large bottle of Germ X hand sanitizer and First Aid Kit sitting on the restroom sink, A&D,
Aquaphor and Boudreaux oinment was accessible to the children in the restroom. The closet was unlocked
with a vaccum stored.

Classroom #125 Aquaphor, Boudreax and A & D ointment was stored on top of the changing table.
