It was determined based on observation that in
Classroom C there was a white table and white shelf for toys that were unstable and unsecured and of a weight
or mass that could cause injury from tipping, falling, or being pulled or pushed over.

POI (Plan of Improvement)
The Center will ensure that the identified equipment or furniture and any other such existing or future items are
secured adequately and will have a system for checking these for stability.

591-1-1-.25(13) requires that potentially hazardous equipment, materials and supplies be stored in a locked
area inaccessible to children. It was determined based on observation that in Classroom B Vaseline, powder,
and eczema cream, all labeled keep out of reach of children, were stored on bottom shelf of the changing table
and with in reach of children.

POI (Plan of Improvement)
The Center will identify all hazardous items and keep them in a locked area inaccessible to children. The
Center will inform all Staff about hazardous items and the safe storage of those items.

Technical Assistance

The consultant discussed with the provider the requirement that the Center and surrounding premises to be
kept clean, free of debris and in good repair. The trim around the door from the playground was rotten and in
need of repair.

Between each diaper change, the diaper
changing surface shall be cleaned with a disinfectant and dried with a single-use disposable towel. It was
determined based on observation that in Classroom B the changing pad was torn and not smooth and was
therefore porous and unable to be cleaned as required.
