General: Based on Observation, the surveyor found that there was not a first aid kit or a seat belt cutter on the 2013 van and found that there was not a CPR mouthpiece or a seatbelt
cutter on the 2000 van. It is important to note that the Director placed the missing items on both vans during the inspection.

bottle. The staff stated that the infant was five (5) months old. After a few minutes, a staff person picked up the child and held him as he finished his bottle.

they have children that are present for second shift then dinner is offered as well. Furthermore, the Director stated that an A.M. and P.M. snack are also served to the children in
care. In short, a dinner and snack menu would also need to be posted.
