General: Based on observation and review of documentation, there was a two-year-old child being cared for in the Threes classroom. The child was 24 months old; however, the
facility did not have a transitioning procedure in place for the child and did not obtain the signature and approval from the child's parent for a transition plan.

(4) Rest time shall not exceed two (2) hours for a preschool-age child unless the child is attending the child-care center during nontraditional
hours.

Findings:

General: Based on review of documentation, the posted classroom schedule in the Ones classroom indicated that nap time was from 11:30 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. This exceeds the two-
hour rest time limit.

General: Based on observation and review of documentation, the following was found:
1. None of the 12 children in the School-age classroom were wearing masks or face coverings. The children ranged in age from 6 years to 10 years of age.

2. Staff person hired 8/2/2018, did not have evidence of the required training for re-opening on file in the facility. A review of ECE-TRIS records supports the information found during

the survey.
