922 KAR 2:090. Section 11. Staff Requirements.
 (16) In accordance with KRS 199.896(15) and (16), a staff person with supervisory authority over a child shall complete the following:
  (a) Six (6) hours of cabinet-approved orientation completed within the first three (3) months of employment in a child-care program;
  (b) Nine (9) hours of cabinet-approved early care and education training within the first year of employment in a child care program, including one 
and one-half (1 ½) hours of cabinet-approved pediatric abusive head trauma training; and
  (c) Fifteen (15) hours of cabinet-approved early care and education training completed between July 1 and the following June 30 of each 
subsequent year of employment in a child care program, including one and one-half (1 ½) hours of cabinet-approved pediatric abusive head trauma 
training completed once every five (5) years.
 (17) A staff person's compliance with training requirements of this section shall be verified through the cabinet-designated database maintained 
pursuant to 922 KAR 2:240.

Findings:

General: Based on review of documentation, a staff member hired 11/2/2017, did not complete 15 hours of cabinet-approved early care and education training for the July 1, 2020 to 
June 30, 2021, year of employment; this staff member had 13 hours recorded in ECE-TRIS.
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450 - Driver Requirements Not In Compliance

922 KAR 2:120. Section 14. Transportation.
 (18) A driver of a vehicle transporting a child for a center shall:
  (a) Be at least twenty-one (21) years old;
  (b) Complete:
   1.The background checks as described in 922 KAR 2:280; and
   2. An annual check of the:
    a. Kentucky driver history records in accordance with KRS 186.018; or
    b. Driver history records through the state transportation agency that issued the driver’s license;
  (c) Hold a current driver’s license which has not been suspended or revoked during the last five (5) years; and
  (d) Not caused an accident that resulted in the death of a person.

Findings:

General: Based on review of documentation, driver history reports were last completed on 11/20/2020, no new checks were conducted during the 2021 year.

565 - Inaccessible Items Not In Compliance

922 KAR 2:120. Section 3. General Requirements.
 (7) The following shall be inaccessible to a child in care:
  (a) Toxic cleaning supplies, poisons, and insecticides;
  (b) Matches, cigarettes, lighters, and flammable liquids; and
  (c) Personal belongings and medications of staff.

Findings:

General: Based on observation, an unlocked cabinet in the Preschool 2 classroom housed a spray can of Lysol and a spray can of air freshener. Additionally, an unlocked drawer in 
the Two-year-old classroom housed a pack of cigarettes and a lighter. All items were labeled, “Keep out of reach of children”.

First Aid/Medication Not In Compliance

775 - Medication Not In Compliance

922 KAR 2:120. Section 7. First Aid and Medicine.
 (6) Medication, including refrigerated medication, shall be:
  (a) Stored in a separate and locked place, out of the reach of a child unless the medication is:
   1. A first aid supply and is maintained in accordance with subsection (1) of this section;
   2. Diaper cream, sunscreen, or toothpaste. Diaper cream, sunscreen, or toothpaste shall be inaccessible to a child;
   3. An epinephrine auto-injector. A licensed child-care center shall comply with KRS 199.8951 and 311.646, including:
    a. An epinephrine auto-injector shall be inaccessible to a child;
    b. A child-care center shall have at least one (1) person onsite who has received training on the administration of an epinephrine auto-injector if 
the child-care center maintains an epinephrine auto-injector;
    c. A child-care center shall seek emergency medical care for a child if an auto-injector is administered to the child; and
    d. A child-care center shall report to the child's parent and the cabinet in accordance with 922 KAR 2:090, Section 13(1)(b) if an epinephrine 
auto-injector is administered to a child; or
   4. An emergency or rescue medication for a child in care, such as medication to respond to diabetic or asthmatic condition, as prescribed by the 
child's physician. Emergency or rescue medication shall be inaccessible to a child in care;
  (b) Kept in the original bottle; and
  (c) Properly labeled.
 (7) Medication shall not be given to a child if the medication's expiration date has passed.

Findings:

General: Based on observation, during a tour of the Infant classroom the surveyor observed two tubes of Orajel, a tube of Destin diaper cream, and a bottle of Gas relief drops that 
were not labeled with a child’s name.

Outdoor Play Area In Compliance

865 - Indoor/Outdoor Equipment Not In Compliance

922 KAR 2:120. Section 13. Toys and Furnishings.
 (2) Indoor and outdoor equipment shall:
  (a) Be clean, safe, and in good repair;
  (b) Meet the physical, developmental needs, and interests of children of different age groups;
  (c) Be free from sharp points or corners, splinters, protruding nails or bolts, loose or rusty parts, hazardous small parts, lead-based paint, 
poisonous material, and flaking or chalking paint; and
  (d) Be designed to guard against entrapment or situations that may cause strangulation.

Findings:

General: Based on observation, bucket seats located in the Two-year-old classroom and Infant classrooms were missing seat belts.

  (c) Provide the cabinet access and information in the completion of the investigation pursuant to KRS 620.030.

Findings:

General: Based on observation and review of documentation, a list of children’s allergies was posted within the kitchen of the facility, the medical information was not protected from 
public inspection.

1300 - Orientation Procedure Not In Compliance

922 KAR 2:120. Section 2. Child Care Services.
 (3)(b) The program shall include:
   2. Written policy that states that the procedures that were taught at the orientation training shall be implemented by each child-care center 
staff member.

Findings:

General: Based on interview and review of documentation, an orientation policy indicating that staff members would implement what was learned within the classroom was not 
available for review.
