Interviews revealed
the toys were not removed while mobile infants slept in the cribs daily.

Findings:

General: Based on observation, a large bottle of hand sanitizer was labeled "Keep out of reach of children," and was stored accessible to the children on a table at the playground
entrance/exit door.

Findings:
General: Based on observation and interview, a large brown spot was on a ceiling tile in the three-year-olds' room. Interviews revealed the ceiling leaked.

General: Based on observation, five (5) children did not wash their hands with liquid soap and warm running water after they returned from outdoor playtime in the toddlers' room .

General: Based on observation, a caregiver wore gloves but did not wash her hands with liquid soap and warm running water after she wiped three (3) children's noses in the
toddlers' room.
