Based on surveyors' observation and interviews, the following was noted in the infants' room:

1. A green, white and brown substance covered an area of carpet that was appproximately fifty-six inches (56) long and twenty three (23) inches wide.
2. A fuzzy white substance was in the corner next to the water heater. The children were observed eating at a table in this area.

3. Two (2) electrical outlets had missing face plates. These electrical outlets were located by a crib utilized by infant children.
