General: Based on review of documentation and ECE-TRIS, the surveyor found verification of only eleven (11) hours of cabinet-approved early care and education annual training for 
a staff (DOH: 3/14/16).

922 KAR 2:120. Section 4. Premises Requirements.
 (1) The premises shall be:
  (a) Suitable for the purpose intended;
  (b) Kept clean and in good repair;

Findings:

General: Based on observation during a tour of the childcare center, the surveyor found that water was standing in the sinks located in the Infant Room and in the classroom for the 
two-year-old children.  Through interview with staff, the surveyor learned that the slow drainage of the water might be due to current flooding in the area.

645 - Sink Not In Compliance

922 KAR 2:120. Section 10. Toilet, Diapering, and Toiletry Requirements.
 (3) A sink shall be:
  (a) Located in or immediately adjacent to toilet rooms;
  (b) Equipped with hot and cold running water that allows for hand washing;
  (c) Equipped with hot water at a minimum temperature of ninety (90) degrees Fahrenheit and a maximum of 120 degrees Fahrenheit;
  (d) Equipped with liquid soap;
  (e) Equipped with hand-drying blower or single use disposable hand drying material;
  (f) Equipped with an easily cleanable waste receptacle; and
  (g) Immediately adjacent to a changing area used for infants and toddlers.

Findings:

General: Based on observation during a tour of the restroom used by the children, the surveyor found that the cold water was not working at two (2) faucets.

922 KAR 2:120. Section 10. Toilet, Diapering, and Toiletry Requirements.
 (10) When a child is diapered, the child shall:
  (b) Be placed on a surface that is:
   1. Clean;

   3. Free of holes, rips, tears, or other damage;
   4. Nonabsorbent;
   5. Easily cleaned; and
   6. Free of any items not used for diaper changing.

Findings:

General: Based on observation during a tour of the Infant Room, the surveyor found that the diaper-changing pad had a tear in the non-absorbent vinyl covering.

710 - Toy Sanitation Procedure Not In Compliance

922 KAR 2:120. Section 11. Toys and Furnishings.
 (4) A toy or another item that is considered a mouth contact surface by a child not toilet trained shall be sanitized daily by:
  (a)1. Scrubbing in warm, soapy water using a brush to reach into crevices;
   2. Rinsing in clean water;
   3. Submerging in a sanitizing solution for at least two (2) minutes; and
   4. Air dried; or
  (b) Cleaning in a dishwasher if the toy or other item is dishwasher safe.

Findings:

General: Based on interview with a staff in the Infant Room, the surveyor learned that they clean the mouth contact toys by spraying with bleach water, spraying with dish soap, 
spraying with sanitizing spray and drying.

General: Based on observation during a tour of the playground, the surveyor found no protective surface around or under five (5) small slides.
