Findings:

Based on observation and interview, this regulatory requirement was not met. During a tour, a staff member stated that the students were in the Art Room. The staff-person-in-

charge stated that children would sometimes leave the classroom to go to the Art room. The Art room is not part of the facility’s licensed space. No documentation was presented
allowing permission for the students to use the unlicensed area.
