The phone was unattended and 
accessible to the children in care.

General: Based on observation, there were large plastic storage bags and a roll of plastic garbage bags being stored in a lower bin in the Threes classroom.  These items were 
accessible to the children in care.

Findings:

General: Based on observation, the following was found:  

1. The carpets in all three classrooms had numerous spots and stains. In addition, there was a large accumulation of stains on the carpet as you walk into the school-age classroom.

2. There were several areas of chipping paint on the walls in the School-age classroom.
