General: Based on interview and observation, the director stated that right after Christmas they had to move out of the school age building due to a water leak behind the kitchen
cabinets. She stated that the children were moved into the Fellowship Hall located in the church. She also stated that the children sometimes use two (2) classrooms upstairs. The
Fellowship Hall and the upstairs classrooms are not a part of the facilities licensed space. Children were observed being cared for in the Fellowship Hall during the inspection.

General: Based on interview, the director stated that the school age building experienced a great deal of damage due to a water leak behind the kitchen cabinets. She stated that the
building was gutted and they were having all new flooring put down and new construction was being done to the building. The director did not notify the cabinet prior to the start of
the renovation.
