This staff member did not have documentation of 
submission or results for an out of state background check, child abuse/neglect check, or sex offender registry check from Texas on file at the facility. The staff was present the day 
of survey, but was not alone in the classroom.

General: Based on observation, the staff in the Infant classroom left the classroom to go into the bathroom to grab a diaper. She left four children ages six months to one-year-old 
unsupervised for a few seconds while she got the diaper.
