General: Based on review of documentation, a caregiver hired on 10/14/19, a caregiver hired on 7/1/19, and a caregiver hired on 2/25/18, did not have an annual written performance 
evaluation on file.

410 - Training Not In Compliance

922 KAR 2:090. Section 11. Staff Requirements.
 (16) In accordance with KRS 199.896(15) and (16), a staff person with supervisory authority over a child shall complete the following:
  (a) Six (6) hours of cabinet-approved orientation within the first three (3) months of employment;
  (b) Nine (9) hours of cabinet-approved early care and education training within the first year of employment, including one and one-half (1 ½) 
hours of cabinet-approved pediatric abusive head trauma training; and
  (c) Fifteen (15) hours of cabinet-approved early care and education training during each subsequent year of employment, including one and one-
half (1 ½) hours of cabinet-approved pediatric abusive head trauma training completed once every five (5) years.

Findings:

General: Based on review of documentation, a caregiver hired on 7/1/19 completed one and a half (1 1/2) hours of Pediatric Abusive Head Trauma Training (PHAT) on 7/22/13, and 
did not complete the training again within five (5) years.   A caregiver hired on 2/25/18, did not have documentation of completing one and a half (1 1/2) hours of Pediatric Abusive 
Head Trauma Training (PHAT).

Findings:

General: Based on observation, black fabric weed block was raised above the mulch throughout the outdoor play area.

922 KAR 2:120. Section 11. Toys and Furnishings.
 (2) Indoor and outdoor equipment shall:
  (a) Be clean, safe, and in good repair;
  (b) Meet the physical, developmental needs, and interests of children of different age groups;
  (c) Be free from sharp points or corners, splinters, protruding nails or bolts, loose or rusty parts, hazardous small parts, lead-based paint, 
poisonous material, and flaking or chalking paint; and
  (d) Be designed to guard against entrapment or situations that may cause strangulation.

Findings:

General: Based on observation, a ceiling light was inoperable in the three-year-olds' classroom.  An electrical outlet was uncovered in the restroom and in the preschool room.

922 KAR 2:120. Section 8. Kitchen Requirements.
 (2) A child-care center required to have a food service permit shall be in compliance with 902 KAR 45:005 and this administrative regulation.

Findings:

General: Based on review of documentation and interview, the center did not have a current food service permit.  The food service permit on file was current until 12/31/20.

1025 - Refrigerator Not In Compliance

922 KAR 2:120. Section 8. Kitchen Requirements.
 (4) A cold-storage facility used for storage of perishable food in a nonfrozen state shall:
  (a) Have an indicating thermometer or other appropriate temperature measuring device;
  (b) Be in a safe environment for preservation; and
  (c) Be forty (40) degrees Fahrenheit or below.

Findings:

General: Based on observation and interview, a thermometer or temperature indicating device was not in the refrigerator in the kitchen.

  (b) A written record for each child:
   1. Completed and signed by the child’s parent;
   2. Retained on file on the first day the child attends the child-care center; and
   3. To contain:
    a. Identifying information about the child, which includes, at a minimum, the child’s name, address, and date of birth;
    b. Contact information to enable a person in charge to contact the child’s:
     (i) Parent at the parent’s home or place of employment;
     (ii) Family physician; and
     (iii) Preferred hospital;
    c. The name of each person who is designated in writing to pick-up the child;
    d. The child’s general health status and medical history including, if applicable:
     (i) Allergies;
     (ii) Restriction on the child’s participation in activities with specific instructions from the child’s parent or health professional; and
     (iii) Permission from the parent for third-party professional services in the child-care center;
    e. The name and phone number of each person to be contacted in an emergency involving or impacting the child;
    f. Authorization by the parent for the child-care center to seek emergency medical care for the child in the parent’s absence;

Findings:

General: Based on review of documentation, a child start date 11/5/18, a child start date 8/5/19, and two (2) children start dates 8/10/20, did not have authorization, on file, by the 
parent for the child-care center to seek emergency medical care for the child in the parent's absence.  Also, a child start date 1/21/20, did not have information on file for staff to 
contact the child’s preferred hospital.

Written Documentation Not In Compliance

  (f) A written annual plan for child-care staff professional development;

Findings:

General: Based on review of documentation, a caregiver hired on 10/14/19, and a caregiver hired on 7/1/19, did not have a written annual professional development plan on file.

1200 - Posting Requirements Not In Compliance

922 KAR 2:090. Section 8. General.
 (6) In addition to the posting requirement of KRS 199.898(3), a child-care center shall post the following in a conspicuous place and make 
available for public inspection:
  (a) The provider's preliminary or regular license;
  (b) Each statement of deficiency and civil penalty notice issued by the cabinet during the current licensure year;
  (c) Each plan of correction submitted by the child-care center to the cabinet during the current licensure year;
  (d) Information on the Kentucky Consumer Product Safety Program and the program's Website as specified in KRS 199.897;
  (e) A description of services provided by the child-care center, including:
   1. Current rates for child care; and
   2. Each service charged separately and in addition to the basic rate for child care;
  (f) Minimum staff-to-child ratios and group size established in 922 KAR 2:120; and
  (g) Daily planned program.

General: Based on review of documentation and interview, the statement of deficiency and plan of correction for the current licensure year were not posted.

1260 - Emergency Regulation Not In Compliance

922 KAR 2:410E. Emergency Regulation.
   Due to the current declared public health emergency caused by the Novel Coronavirus Disease (COVID-19), licensed child care centers must 
operate under Centers for Disease Control and Prevention and public health guidelines, as mandated by 922 KAR 2:410E, to prevent the spread of 
COVID-19.

Findings:

General: Based on observation, and review of documentation, the center failed to assure: 
1.)  All child care staff, directors, owners and operators completed a new, mandatory training on cleaning, sanitizing, health procedures, and mandatory reporting prior to the opening 
date in accordance with 922 KAR:410 Section 9 (1).  A caregiver hired on 10/14/19, a caregiver hired on 7/1/19, a caregiver hired on 8/10/17 and a caregiver hired on 2/18/20, did not 
complete the mandatory training.
 2.)  New staff shall undergo name-based background in accordance with 922 KAR 2:280 and shall not be left alone with children until name-based background checks have been 
approved and returned in accordance with 922 KAR 2:410E Section 11(5).  A caregiver hired 2/18/20, did not have documentation to verify background checks had been submitted.
