Findings:

General: Based on observation and interview, the following was found:

1. There were two children, ages 8 and 9 years, being cared for in the Infant classroom. There were no other children present in the classroom. The staff person in the classroom
indicated that both children were autistic. Other than a container of blocks, there were no other developmentally appropriate materials for the children.

2. There were no blocks, music materials or science materials offered to the children in the Preschool classroom.

480 - Infant/Toddler Combined with Older Children Not In Compliance

Findings:

General: Based on observation, there was a three-year-old child being cared for in the Toddler classroom. The other four children in the room ranged in age from one to two years of
age.

(9) Floors, walls, and ceilings shall be smooth, in good repair, and constructed to be easily cleaned.

Findings:
Based on observation, there were three large holes in the wall in the kitchen area where a large sink used to be located. The holes left exposed pipes and flaking drywall material.

Findings:

General: Based on observation, the black garden liner under the mulch on the playground was coming up and visible in several areas. This poses a tripping to hazard to the children
on the playground.

Findings:

General: Based on observation, there were several missing knobs on the drawers and cabinets of the vanity in the bathroom in the Infant classroom. This left sharp screws
protruding from the vanity. It should be noted that, at the time of the survey, two school-age children were being cared for in the Infant classroom and had access to the bathroom.

General: Based on review of documentation, the following was found:

1. Child enrolled 8/20/2019, did not have a current immunization certificate on file in the facility. The certificate on file expired 2/10/2020.

2. Three children's files contained immunization records that did not list an expiration date. It could not be determined if the immunization records were current.

Findings:

General: Based on review of documentation, the following was found:

1. Children enrolled 8/20/2019 and 1/29/2020, did not have a physician’s name and contact information on file in the facility.
2. Four out of the 10 children's files reviewed did not have documentation of a preferred hospital listed by the parent.

General: Based on observation and review of documentation, there were 16 children present in the facility at the time of the initial tour of the facility. A review of the facility's
attendance records found that there were only 12 children signed in with an arrival time on the facility's attendance record.
