General: Based on interview, a child living in the home recently became an adult and the provider did not submit any background check information on that adult. The adult does not
work with the children.

Findings:

General: Based on observation, a bottle of Lysol was found sitting on top of the bathroom sink counter and two fly traps were present, one above the sink and another near the
window. This bathroom is used by the children and the Lysol and fly traps were accessible to the children.

Findings:

General: Based on observation, the following was found:

1) There was a spilled substance found inside the bottom shelf of the refrigerator.

2) There were dozens of gnats found inside the refrigerator.

3) There were food crumbs and spills found on the kitchen floor.

4) The entire bathroom sink countertop was covered with makeup items, cleaning supplies and hair products.
5) The trashcan next to the toilet was overflowing onto the ground.

6) There was a pile of clothes on the floor next to the bathroom sink.

420 - Sink Not In Compliance

(a) Located near or in close proximity to toilets;
(b) Equipped with hot and cold running water that allows for hand washing;

General: Based on observation, there were no hand drying materials available for the children in the bathroom.
