Surveyor observede a pop-up blanket toy in the infant classroom
that contained numerous spots and stains. 3. Two (2) excersausers in the infant classroom were un-clean. One (1) contained numerous dirt/sand particles in the base and the
other contained dirt particles and a sticky residue in the cracks and crevices of the top surface surface.
