General: Based on review of documentation, a staff member hired 9/13/19, did not have verification of educational qualifications in their personnel file.

2.) A staff member hired 2/5/2011, has a Pediatric Abusive Head trauma training on file that exceeds five years. The document on file is dated 10/2/14.
3.) A staff member hired 6/20/16, had twelve out of fifteen hours of cabinet-approved early care and education training for the 2018-2019 year.

The staff person present in the classroom 
stated that the child had been sleeping in the swing for approximatley 20 minutes.

Findings:

General: Based on observation, it was found that numerous children were not served the required components for lunch.  Several children did not have a fruit and/or vegetable and 
several children did not have milk with their meal.  One of the meals observed consited of a Lunchables, chips and Capri Sun.

General: Based on observation and interview, it was found that there were fish in two classrooms in the facility.  In an interview with the staff person in charge, it was stated that there 
was no parental permission for the fish on file in the facility.
