This staff did not have evidence of an out of state 
criminal records check or a central registry check (child abuse/neglect) on file at the facility. The date of hire for this staff is 01/20/2020. It is important to note that this staff member 
was not working alone during this survey.

General: Based on observation, there was chipping paint near the window in the Two-year-old classroom, and in several areas of the Three-year-old classroom.

Findings:

General: Based on observation, children’s individual cloth items were stored on hooks where some of the garments were touching in the Three-year-old classroom and the Four- to 
Five-year-old classroom. This method of storage promotes cross contamination of germs and bacteria.
