Findings:

General: Based on interview and review of documentation, the child care center failed to maintain employee records in accordance with regulations. Review of staff files revealed a 
high school diploma, GED, or Commonwealth Child Care Credential was not presented for review at the time of survey for two (2) staff members hired 1/14/2020 and 3/9/2020. 
Interview with the staff in charge revealed the documents were not there for review.

General: Based on observation and interview, the child care center failed to maintain the premises in accordance with regulatory requirements. Interview with the director and an 
observation of the toilet in the two’s room #3 bathroom revealed the toilet did not flush. Interview with the staff in charge revealed that the toilet was not flushing.

    d. The child’s general health status and medical history including, if applicable:
     (i) Allergies;
     (ii) Restriction on the child’s participation in activities with specific instructions from the child’s parent or health professional; and
     (iii) Permission from the parent for third-party professional services in the child-care center;
    e. The name and phone number of each person to be contacted in an emergency involving or impacting the child;
    f. Authorization by the parent for the child-care center to seek emergency medical care for the child in the parent’s absence;

Findings:

General: Based on interview and review of documentation, the child care center failed to maintain children’s records in accordance with regulatory requirements. A review of ten (10) 
children’s files revealed there is no Hospital listed for one child. Interview with the staff in charge revealed that the hospital was not listed in the file.
