Findings:

General: Based on observation, there were four bottles of cleaner that had been placed on the sink counter in the bathroom used by the children. The bottles of cleaner were 
accessible to the children in care.

Findings:

General: Based on observation and interview, the steps leading to the second floor of the home were not blocked. There were more than two steps and there were infants and 
toddlers present at the time of the inspection. The steps were located in the front entry of the home.

The date of enrollment for this child 
could not be determined, as it was not documented.

General: Based on interview and review of documentation, it was found that a child enrolled did not have any written record on file. The only information that was on file for this child 
was an expired immunization certificate.
