General:  Review of documentation and an interview with the center director revealed current verification of compliance with the Office of the State Fire Marshal was not presented for 
review.  Review of documentatation presented for review revealed that the center has not had an inspection since calendar year 2019, and was confirmed by the center director.

Findings:

General: Based on observation, the child care center failed to assure compliance with regulatory requirements.  Upon surveyor’s entrance into the upstairs Preschool room, 
observation revealed there was a vaccuum cleaner and a Swiffer Wet Jet leaned against the wall to the immediate left of the teacher's desk, directly beside a bookshelf, in reach of 
children.

General: Based on observation, the child care center failed to maintain the premises in accordance with regulations.  Observation of the child care center revealed a working land-line 
telephone, but no emergency phone numbers posted near the phone or anywhere in the center.

625 - Floors, Walls, Ceilings Not In Compliance

 (9) Floors, walls, and ceilings shall be smooth, in good repair, and constructed to be easily cleaned.

Findings:

General: Based on observation, the child care center failed to assure compliance with regulatory requirements.  Upon surveyor’s entrance into the Four Year Old's room, located 
downstairs, a yellow, sticky substance was observed on the wall, directly in front of the teacher's desk. Further observation in the boy's bathroom revealed a large, rectangular black 
sticky spot on the tile wall between the urinals.

Upon inspection of the playground area, a large piece of black weed 
barrier was observed protruding up through the rubber mulch, directly under the slide connected to the main piece of playground equipment.

Equipment Not In Compliance

865 - Indoor/Outdoor Equipment Not In Compliance

922 KAR 2:120. Section 13. Toys and Furnishings.
 (2) Indoor and outdoor equipment shall:
  (a) Be clean, safe, and in good repair;

General: Based on observation, the child care center failed to maintain the equipment in accordance with regulations.  Observation of the Preschool and Three Year Old rooms both 
revealed televisons that were not properly anchored or mounted to the wall or shelf. Both televisons moved freely when manipulated by the surveyor, thus creating an entrapment 
issue for students.
