1. In the Two Year Old Classroom, the posted program of activities was dated 2/1/21-2/5/21; therefore, lesson plans were not updated as required.

2. In the Nursery Classroom, the posted program of activities was dated 2/1/21-2/5/21; therefore, lesson plans were not updated as required.   

3. In the One Year Old Classroom, the posted program of activities was dated 2/1/21-2/5/21; therefore, lesson plans were not updated as required.  

4. In the One Year Old Over Flow Classroom, the posted program of activities was dated 2/1/21-2/5/21; therefore, lesson plans were not updated as required.  

5. In the Three Year Old  Classroom, the posted program of activities was dated 2/1/21-2/5/21; therefore, lesson plans were not updated as required.   

6. In the School Age Classroom, the posted program of activities was dated 2/1/21-2/5/21; therefore, lesson plans were not updated as required.   

7. In the Four Year Old Classroom, the posted program of activities was dated 2/1/21-2/5/21; therefore, lesson plans were not updated as required.   

8. In the Two Year Old Overflow Classroom, the posted program of activities was dated 2/1/21-2/5/21; therefore, lesson plans were not updated as required.
