General: Based on Review of Documentation and interview, staff, hired 09/14/17, did not have TB documentation on file.

 (3) Rest time shall include adequate space specified by the child’s age as follows:
   (a) For an infant:
     3. No loose bedding; and
     4. No toys or other items except the infant’s pacifier;

Findings:

General: Based on Observation, an infant slept in a crib with loose bedding in the infants’ room.

Premises Not In Compliance

460 - Inaccessible Items Not In Compliance

922 KAR 2:120. Section 3. General Requirements.
 (7) Except in accordance with subsection (8) of this section, the following shall be inaccessible to a child in care:
   (a) Toxic cleaning supplies, poisons, and insecticides;
   (b) Knives and sharp objects;
   (c) Matches, cigarettes, lighters, and flammable liquids;
   (d) Plastic bags;
   (e) Litter and rubbish;
   (f) Bar soap; and
   (g) Personal belongings and medications of staff.

Findings:

General: Based on Observation, two (2) adult pairs of sharp scissors were stored in the top drawer near the sink in the four and five year olds’ room.  Several plastic blue bags were 
stored unlocked in a drawer below the counter in the two year olds’ room.  A small roll of plastic trash bags and seven (7) wadded up plastic bags were stored on a shelf beside the 
sink in the four and five year olds’ room.  All of these items were accessible to children.

480 - Premises Requirements Not In Compliance

922 KAR 2:120. Section 4. Premises Requirements.
 (1) The premises shall be:
   (a) Suitable for the purpose intended;
   (b) Kept clean and in good repair;

Findings:

General: Based on Observation, an accumulation of dust was on the vent in the three and four year olds’ room.

520 - Floors, Walls, Ceilings Not In Compliance

922 KAR 2:120. Section 4. Premises Requirements.
 (9) Floors, walls, and ceilings shall be smooth, in good repair, and constructed to be easily cleaned.

Findings:

General: Based on Observation, an approximate six (6) inch by four (4) inch hole was in the hallway wall near the infant’s room.

 (6) Medication, including refrigerated medication, shall be:
   (a) Stored in a separate and locked place, out of the reach of a child;
   (b) Kept in the original bottle; and
   (c) Properly labeled.
 (7) Medication shall not be given to a child if the expiration date on the bottle has passed.

Findings:

General: Based on Observation, three (3) bottles of over the counter medication were stored unlocked in a child’s bag located in the hallway.

730 - Crib/Mattress/Sheet Not In Compliance

922 KAR 2:120. Section 6. Sleeping and Napping Requirements.
 (3) Rest time shall include adequate space specified by the child’s age as follows:
   (a) For an infant:
     1. An individual non-tiered crib that meets Consumer Product Safety Commission standards established in 16 C.F.R. 1219-1220;
     2. A firm crib mattress in good repair with a clean tight-fitted sheet that shall be  changed:
       a. Weekly; or
       b. Immediately if it is soiled or wet;

Findings:

General: Based on Observation, two (2), eleven month old infants slept on a cot during rest time in the infants’ room.  A crib was not available for each of them.

760 - Indoor/Outdoor Equipment Not In Compliance

922 KAR 2:120. Section 11. Toys and Furnishings.
 (2) Indoor and outdoor equipment shall:
   (a) Be clean, safe, and in good repair;
   (b) Meet the physical, developmental needs, and interests of children of different age groups;
   (c) Be free from sharp points or corners, splinters, protruding nails or bolts, loose or rusty parts, hazardous small parts, lead-based paint, 
poisonous material, and flaking or chalking paint; and
   (d) Be designed to guard against entrapment or situations that may cause strangulation.

Findings:

General: Based on Review of Documentation and observation, five (5) children used highchairs that were missing safety straps in the younger one year olds’ room.  The 
manufacturer recommended to always secure child in the restraints.
