General: Based on observation and a review of documentation, a caregiver hired on 12/14/20, did not have a processed criminal records check on file.  The caregiver was left alone 
and supervised eight (8) children, aged three to five-years-old, from 11:00 am to 11:30 am in the preschool room.

 (1) First aid supplies shall:

  (c) Be periodically inventoried to ensure the supplies have not expired;
  (d) If reusable, be:

General: Based on observation and interview, a flashlight, CPR mouthpiece and medical tape was not in the first aid supplies.

  (b) Be in a safe environment for preservation; and
  (c) Be forty (40) degrees Fahrenheit or below.

Findings:

General: Based on observation and interview, a thermometer or temperature indicating device was not in the refrigerator in the kitchen.

 (1) A child-care center shall maintain:
  (a) A current immunization certificate for each child in care within thirty (30) days of the child’s enrollment, unless an attending physician or the 
child’s parent objects to the immunization of the child pursuant to KRS 214.036;

Findings:

General: Based on review of documentation, two (2) children enrolled on 2/23/21 and 1/4/21, did not have an immunization certificate on file.  A child enrolled 1/25/19, had an 
immunization certificate on file that was valid until 3/9/21.

   1. Completed and signed by the child’s parent;
   2. Retained on file on the first day the child attends the child-care center; and

    a. Identifying information about the child, which includes, at a minimum, the child’s name, address, and date of birth;
    b. Contact information to enable a person in charge to contact the child’s:
     (i) Parent at the parent’s home or place of employment;
     (ii) Family physician; and
     (iii) Preferred hospital;
    c. The name of each person who is designated in writing to pick-up the child;
    d. The child’s general health status and medical history including, if applicable:
     (i) Allergies;
     (ii) Restriction on the child’s participation in activities with specific instructions from the child’s parent or health professional; and
     (iii) Permission from the parent for third-party professional services in the child-care center;
    e. The name and phone number of each person to be contacted in an emergency involving or impacting the child;
    f. Authorization by the parent for the child-care center to seek emergency medical care for the child in the parent’s absence;

Findings:

General: Based on review of documentation, a child enrolled1/4/21, did not have information on file to enable the person in charge to contact the child's preferred hospital and 
physician.

General: Based on review of documentation, a caregiver hired 6/1/06, did not have an annual professional development plan on file.  A caregiver hired 7/27/09, had an annual 
professional development plan on file that was dated 3/25/19.
