General:  Based on review of documentation, the results of the child abuse and neglect check was not on file for staff hired on 08/10/16.   The director stated that the results were at 
the facility but should could not locate them at the time of the survey.  The director ended up emailing the results several days later.  The results showed that the child abuse and 
neglect check was completed on 07/30/16.

General: Based on Review of Documentation, staff hired on 08/16 did not have education documentation on file.

General: Based on Review of Documentation, staff hired on 08/01/10, 08/01/91, 09/02/14 and 08/05/14 did not have documentation on file from a health care professional that they 
were free of active tuberculosis.

General: Based on Review of Documentation, no employee of the facility has a current CPR/First Aid certification.  The director was aware of this.
