Equipment Not In Compliance

820 - Indoor/Outdoor Equipment Not In Compliance

922 KAR 2:120. Section 11. Toys and Furnishings.
 (2) Indoor and outdoor equipment shall:
  (a) Be clean, safe, and in good repair;
  (b) Meet the physical, developmental needs, and interests of children of different age groups;
  (c) Be free from sharp points or corners, splinters, protruding nails or bolts, loose or rusty parts, hazardous small parts, lead-based paint, 
poisonous material, and flaking or chalking paint; and
  (d) Be designed to guard against entrapment or situations that may cause strangulation.

Findings:

General: Based on observation, the three-year-old children and the four-year-old children drank water directly from a water fountain, immediately after one another, without the use of 
cups or the fountain being cleaned and sanitized after each child.  In addition, four (4) chain links and the metal parts of the swing seat had rust on the older children's outdoor 
playground.  Also, a door to a toilet stall was off the hinge in the restroom located across from the kitchen.

Findings:

General: Based on review of documentation, two (2) children each enrolled on 5/4/18, had no physician name and contact number, and the preferred hospital listed on the enrollment 
form.

Findings:

General: Based on observation and review of documentation, nine (9) children were present in the two-year-olds' room, but only six (6) children had a documented arrival time.  Six 
(6) children were present in the older two-year-olds' room, but only four (4) children had a documented arrival time.  Twelve (12) children were present in the preschool room, but only 
eight (8) children had a documented arrival time.  Four (4) children were present in the one-year-olds' room, but only two (2) children had a documented arrival time.
