General: Based on review of documentation and interview, the child care center failed to maintain employee records in accordance with regulatory requirements. Upon request, the
child care center staff-in-charge failed to provide documented evidence of fifteen (15) hours of cabinet-approved early care and education training during each subsequent year of
employment for staff members with hire dates 10/14/08 and 09/01/99. In addition, there was no documented evidence for one and one-half (1 1/2) hours of pediatric abusive head
trauma training completed once every five (5) years for staff with a hire date of 10/14/08.
